NOTE: To remove the guarter glass, first remove the quar-
ter window trim panel and quarter trim panel (page 14-44).

1. Remove the quarter window trim.
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2. From inside the car, use a knife 10 cut through the
glass adhesive ali the way around.
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3. As an assembly, pry the glass and upper and front
meldings away from the car at the clip points shown.
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4. Remove the quarter glass molding if the glass'is to be
reused.
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,— Installation

1. Scrape the old adhesive smooth with a knife, to a
thickness of about 2 mm (0.08 in.) on the bonding
surface around the entire glass flange.

NOTE:

® Do not scrape down to the painted surface of
the body; damaged paint will interfere with pro-
per bonding.

® Remove all traces of the rubber spacer material
from the body.

® Mask off surrounding surfaces before applying
primer.

2. Clean the body bonding surface with a sponge
dampened in alcohol.

NOTE: After cleaning, keep oil, grease or water
from getting on the surface.

3. If the glass is to be reinstalled, use a putty knife to

scrape off all traces of old adhesive, then clean the
) glass surface with alcohol where new adhesive is
to be applied.

NOTE: Make sure the bonding surface is kept free
of water, oil and grease.

With a sponge, apply a light coat of glass primer
around the edge of the glass as shown, then lightly
wipe it off with gauze or cheesecloth.

NOTE:

® Do not apply body primer to the glass, and do
not get body and glass primer sponges mixed
up.

® Never touch the primed surfaces with your
hands. i you do, the adhesive may not bond to
the glass properly, causing a leak after the glass
is installed.

® Keep water, dust, and abrasive materials away
from the primed surface.
